     Start the first paragraph with the SIOS. Then provide a brief plot summary with key events, including exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution.

     Second paragraph is your critique. Take a stance. Include at least two specific aspects of what you liked or disliked and reasons why. Use 1 related quote from the book to enhance your opinion with an explanation. Connect or contrast an aspect of the book to your life, to another book/character, or to the world with an explanation.

     Final paragraph is your recommendation of the book and 2 reasons why you feel this way. What type of reader would like/dislike this book? Take into account author’s style, voice, vocabulary, or topic matter in your recommendation.
